SATs Key Stage 1
Children in Year 2 work on compulsory Standard Assessment Tasks (SATs) throughout the month of May. It is important to avoid taking your child on holiday during this time. SATs are carried out in a normal classroom environment with Class Teachers who know the children well. 

In Literacy there are various reading and writing tasks which children work on appropriate to their ability. Some children will read a picture book with the teacher and talk about the content, answering questions about events and predicting what might happen next.  For others, there are Reading Comprehension Tasks too, where children have to read fiction and nonfiction texts and then read and answer questions without help. After brief class discussions the children are asked to write a short descriptive piece and a longer passage of writing (usually a story) independently. On top of this there is a spelling test.

In Maths the children have a few mental questions and a variety of written questions covering many aspects of the maths curriculum. The child may have help when reading the questions but needs to work out the answers on their own.

The work is marked in school by the Class Teacher who has also made judgements about each child’s progress throughout the year. These Teacher Assessments are sent home with your child’s school report in July.

Key Stage 2
In Year 3 and 4 children work on optional SATs during a specified week in May.

The tasks are similar to those in Key Stage 1 but obviously at a higher level. There are reading comprehensions, short and long pieces of writing and a spelling test in Literacy. 

In Maths there is a mental maths test and various levels of written maths questions for children to complete. As in Key Stage 1 the children may have help with the reading of the Maths questions.

The Year 3 work is marked by teachers in school and used alongside their Teacher Assessment to make judgements about your child.

The Year 4 work is marked in school and then moderated alongside our partner schools to ensure consistency.  The results are sent on to your son/daughter’s Middle School.
